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Discipline Policy

Discipline is the process of setting limits that promotes a positive self-esteem and safe behavior pattern.

It is the goal of the Village Children’s Academy to develop a positive self-image in each child by setting limits that will also foster each child’s physical, social, emotional and intellectual development.

1. No child shall be subjected to any form of corporal punishment by the owner/operator, Director or   any staff member of the Village Children’s Academy.

A. No child shall be handled roughly in any way, including shaking, pushing, shoving, pinching, 

slapping, biting, kicking and/or spanking.

B. No child shall ever be placed in a locked room, closet or box.

C. No discipline shall ever be delegated to another child.

D. No child will be allowed or required to strike another child in retaliation.

2. Discipline shall be in no way related to food, rest or toileting.

A. No food shall be withheld, or given, as a means of discipline.

B. No child shall ever be disciplined for lapses in toilet training.

C. No child shall ever be disciplined for not sleeping during rest period.

3. Methods of Discipline:

A. Discussion with child of inappropriate behavior.

B. Redirection of behavior in a positive constructive manner.

C. Separation from group activities. (Time outs)

D. Parent – Director conferences.

Time outs will be no longer than 1 minute for each year of age of the child.  For example, a three-year-old child will be in time out for three minutes.  (Children under two will be redirected; time outs will not be used.)  Parents will be informed in writing of any repeated discipline problems.  If the school and parents decide it is in the best interest of a child to attend a school with an environment more suitable to the individual child, the school will help the parents with referrals.
